The Local
SEN Offer will now be called Ordinarily Available
Provision, and we and other schools across the
County will be working through this year to
ensure this is in place for all children in all local
schools.  On Wednesday, I completed my
Education Visits Coordinator revalidation training
to ensure pupils at Wymondley can continue to
enjoy high quality offsite trips safely. Yesterday
and today, I have been in 
attendance at the Hertfordshire 
Primary Headteachers' Conference 
sharing and learning alongside 
other primary heads from across 
the County.
